PRIESTS RETIREMENT FOUNDATION 
FATHER’S DAY APPEAL – THIS WEEKEND 

 

The Archdiocese of Melbourne currently has 95 retired priests, 
who are supported by the PRF. The priests live in a variety of 
accommodation: presbyteries, private homes, rented 
accommodation, supported accommodation and nursing homes. 
Some provide essential back-up supplies to priests in parishes (as 
here with Fr Michael McEntee). 
 

The principal sources of income for the PRF are: a 12.5% quota 
from the First Collection; the annual Father’s Day Appeal; 
investments and bequests; and supply fees paid to retired 
priests. 
 

Last year there was a drastic drop in the income of the PRF due 
to the lockdowns which affected collections – both First 
Collection and the Father’s Day Appeal; and a decrease in 
investment income due to lower interest rates. At the same time, 
the cost of supporting our retired priests, especially those in 
specialist accommodation, increased.
